To whom it may concern:
My name is David Blumberg, and I am sophomore at UNC- Chapel Hill. Along with being a Tarheel, I have also been a devoted CrossFitter for one and a half years. I know I do not have to preach to the choir, but I wanted to emphasize what an influence CrossFit has had on my life. I have thoroughly enjoyed being a part of the CrossFit community. The best part of my day starts the second that sweat from my chin splatters onto the gym floor, drawing stares from the guys on Cybex machines. 

Yet, the bulk of my experience with CrossFit transcends the WOD. I am a long time subscriber to the journal and a frequent poster on the blogs. I watch every video, read every article, and analyze every piece of advice you guys put out there for us lay people to enjoy. My time dedicated to CrossFit adds up; in fact I estimate that a quarter of my day is dedicated directly to CrossFit activities, all the while maintaining a 3.9 GPA, serving on the Honor Court, actively participating in my fraternity, and various other endeavors. Still, out of everything I do in my daily life, CrossFit is the most important, most rewarding, and central to all of them. 
Needless to say, my enthusiasm for this organization rubs off. I have been able to recruit a group of friends at school to undertake in the goal of becoming true athletes through CrossFit. They fully embraced the CrossFit lifestyle and have become great advocates on campus. The CrossFit message is very well received among college students, but in relative terms, awareness of the program at UNC is lacking.

Accordingly, I see a need to formalize this effort to promote CrossFit at UNC. I want people like me to be able to experience CrossFit and realize its many benefits. The plan would be to organize a club at UNC under the CrossFit name. It is important to note that this club would solely act as an organizational group that garners interest in CrossFit and brings members of our community together in the pursuit of a CrossFit lifestyle. 
The goals of the club would be to: direct members to literature and applications of the Crossfit website, coordinate partners for workouts so that no one goes at a WOD by themselves, and raise the school funds necessary to buy rings, a wall ball, and a climbing rope. UNC has this equipment, but only in the gyms dedicated to certain varsity sports that generate revenue for the school. Our club would be, and never could be anything else but a non-profit.
